An Evaluation of the Trustworthiness of Federal Public Health Assertions

Since I began researching vaccine injury five years ago, I have become a vocal critic of public health officials and vaccine interests who offer for public consumption inaccurate or unsupported vaccine safety and efficacy claims.  I have done so on a blog entitled Adventures In Autism.  My documentation on the matters has gained some public attention at both the state and national levels.

Last year I was fortunate to be invited to become a co-author and contributing editor on a book exploring the wide range of problems that have crept into the vaccine program, most being allowed to continue and proliferate because the 1986 National Childhood Vaccine Injury Act disallows lawsuits that would compel vaccine makers and public health officials to both turn over internal documents and to testify under oath on vaccine safety matters.  That lack of legal oversight as created an atmosphere where wildly inaccurate vaccine safety claims can be made, with no way for educated members of the public to hold accountable those who offer bad information to those who need accurate information in order to make wise health decisions.

The resulting book, “Vaccine Epidemic: How Corporate Greed, Biased Science, and Coercive Government Threaten Our Human Rights, Our Health, and Our Children, “ was released in February and was very well received, going into its second printing only three days after its release.

The book has been endorsed by such well respected figures as Dr. Bernadine Healy, former head of NIH and the Red Cross and current health editor of U.S. News and World Report, David Weldon, M.D. practicing physician and former U.S. Congressman, Colonel Felix M. Grieder, USAF (Ret.), former wing commander, Dover Air Force Base, Delaware, Marguerite Willner, former vice chair, Advisory Commission on Childhood Vaccines and many others.
The chapter I authored was a review of vaccine assessments and assertions made by federal health officials and an examination of the failure of the media to properly vet these statements and report accurately to the public.  I have documented quite clearly that these assertions are often inaccurate or unsupportable.  I have attached the chapter here.
I regret that I cannot provide copies of the book to each committee member, but I will deliver one copy to the committee.  I encourage the members to read it if they can, as I believe compiles the best case for informed consent in vaccination thus far.
